   Most of this year’s images are based on recent life drawings (with a live model) done at the Attic in Santa Cruz.     Current paintings are created on a Pentium-based computer using the program Painter IX (Corel) as an artist’s tool to produce final, one-of-a-kind archival fine art images.  All my pieces are originals: imagery is drawn on the computer.  Each printed creation as a one-of-a-kind original.   Selected images are printed on 100% acid-free rag paper or other archival papers and stored / framed in an archival tradition.

   I work on my figures in a typical fashion: underpainting in watercolor, compositing the black and white figure drawing onto the watercolor.  Adding color from my “tinting” brushes, and then working in color and detail with a “scratchboard rake brush”, followed by pastels.  Finally, I capture the entire image and save it as a pattern, with which I can then paint onto any surface.  In “Charlotte Parasol”, for example, I’ve used the image to create a texture in the parasol and the pillows.  In “Quilted Lindsey”  the figure creates a pattern in the background.  .Painter also allows you to create your own brushes, and “Wende Vapor”, at left, uses my ‘Linda’s Pastel’ brush, allowing multiple blending strokes at a time, creating a lot of movement and energy. Landscapes are treated in much the same fashion, using pastels and oils, along with some impasto brushes which add a textural depth to the image.

   In the past years, I've displayed my artwork in San Francisco and Monterey Bay area group shows, restaurants, galleries and universities.  Current work has been displayed at the Santa Cruz Art League, the Santa Cruz Mountains Art Center, Cultural Council, Louden Nelson, Pajaro Valley Arts Council, Works Gallery in San Jose and various on-line web galleries.
